ÅRegulated discharges during wet 

periods. 

ÅLow-flow environmental discharges 

(much smaller magnitude) through the 

system and on downstream.

ÅAll of the lakes are below their 

minimum desirable levels. 

ÅSignificant rainfall deficits in recent 

years. 

ÅWater quality relatively good, 

especially considering low lake levels 

in recent years.
